Thread
Thread is definitely one of those items that you get what you pay for and there is a HUGE difference in the fibers, strength, and consistency of the thread.

Cheap thread is a very weak thread.  It has fibers sticking out like fuzz, can cause knots, puts lint into the machine, messes with the machine’s tension, and can cause the machine to jam.  When you use cheap thread, clean out the sewing machine every time you use it.

Use a good quality long-fiber staple polyester thread.  It costs more but is not problematic like cheap thread.  This is especially important if you are using an electronic sewing machine.

Compare long-staple polyester thread with cheapo thread, and you can see the difference.
