Classic Pillowcase

Here's how to make a classic pillowcase for a standard size pillow (20" x 26"). This is another great project using a rotary cutter.

Take one yard of fabric - washed, dried, and pressed - and trim the width (cut of the sides) to 40.5 inches. Cut off the ends of the fabric so they are at perfect right angles to the sides. One of these ends will be the "hem end." On the hem end, turn 1/2-inch to the wrong side and press well. Fold the entire thing lengthwise, right sides together, matching the side edges. Fold both layers of the hem end down about three inches - pin at side, but do not press. Stitch the bottom and side in a 1/4-inch seam. Turn pillowcase right side out, align the hem, and stitch through the three-layer area of the hem.

For an eye-popping detail, use decorative stitching with contrasting thread when stitching down the hem.
